e Concealed Fastened Clip is 2-1/4" x 1-3/4" x 3/4", from 16
ga, G90 material with 2 fastener holes.

e Clip Fasteners should be driven just to contact between
fastener head / clip / panel / support. Beyond contact,
the clip can crush the open hem of the panel and make

Concealed engagement of the next panel difficult. Overdriven fasteners
\ Fastened Clip will cause panel distortions.
Clio Fastener e Fasteners should extend 1/2" or more past the inside face
P of the support material for steel and wood sheathing support
materials.
